BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT RULES
CITATION AND AUTHORITY
These rules shall govern the Procedures for application, and hearings before the Slaughterville Board of Adjustment.  These rules have been prepared and adopted by the Board of Adjustment in and for the Town of Slaughterville in accordance with Ordinance #55, Article 4, Section 171 and pursuant to the authority granted by Title 11, Oklahoma Statutes, Section 44-102 (and all subsequent amendments thereto).

APPLICATION PROCESS:
Each applicant must fill out an Application for Variance form, including all information that is required by this Board, the Town Administrator, or the Town Clerk in accordance with Ordinance #55, Article 4, Section 174. The application must be signed, verified as accurate, and the filing fee must be paid.  Once an application has been presented, the fee paid, and all of the information provided, only then will the application be set for hearing.  

PUBLICATION REQUIREMENTS: 
All publication requirements shall be met prior to the hearing in accordance with the law.

SETTING THE MEETING:
The Chairman of the Board is hereby authorizing the Town Clerk, or their designee to call such meetings on such dates and times, that will comply with all publication and notice requirements as provided by law.

HEARING PROCEDURE:
At the hearing, the applicant shall present such evidence the applicant deems necessary to show the necessity of the proposed variance in accordance with the laws of the State of Oklahoma and the Town Ordinances.  The Chairman of the Board, or in his absence the acting Chairman, may administer oaths and compel the attendance of witnesses.  The Board may also consider additional testimony from other witnesses, including town staff, and shall have the power to require written documentation as the Board may determine necessary.  If the information requested is not provided within the time period that is set by the Board, then the Variance Request shall be denied.  The Board may allow continuances from the periods set for the production of documents for good cause shown.
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
